Catholic Funeral Mass Celebrations
In recent years, especially since 9/11, eulogies have become common 
at Catholic Funeral Masses. While it is wonderful and often very 
touching to hear family and friends share memories of their deceased 
loved one, the more proper setting for eulogies is during the Vigil 
(wake) service. The Vigil (wake) service celebrates our loved one’s life 
on earth while the Funeral Mass celebrates our loved one’s union with 
God in heaven. The chapel in the funeral parlor can be (and often is) 
adorned with pictures and mementoes (and sometimes even a video) 
capturing special occasions in our deceased loved one’s life; this is 
the time to eulogize her/him. You may wish to do so at the graveside 
service and/or at the family luncheon as well, but it’s best not to have 
eulogies during Funeral Masses. Thank you for your understanding.

Mass Intentions
Recently, Bishop DiMarzio directed that up to 5 intentions could be 
accepted for weekend Masses. This affords the family and friends of 
the deceased (or sometimes living) more opportunity to attend the 
Mass. At St. Saviour we limit Mass intentions to 3 per weekend Mass 
and 1 per daily Mass. We try to accommodate as many requests as 
possible, so we can’t always guarantee a weekend Mass intention. 

New Hope for Infertility

There is an 
alternative to In vitro fertilization that is completely in line with 
Catholic Church teaching and allows for natural conception, with 
success rates that are as good or better than IVF. NaProTECHOLOGY 
is a new approach to correcting infertility and preventing miscarriage. 
It is based on 35 years of scientific research and is available at 
the Glanna Catholic Healthcare Center for Women, in midtown 
Manhattan.
